Finance Report

Tony reported on dues collected and those outstanding.  He and John Driscoll will start making collection calls after April meeting.

Tony reported that Contra Costa Health Services contacted him about a project regarding the reinstitution of Swine flu shots.  Health Services would like CAER to facilitate a program of working with the local CERT organizations.  The program would consist of CAER distributing about $100,000 worth of funding to the local CERTs who would use the money to provide an outreach program among county residents.  The benefit to CAER would be that for administering the program CAER could retain between 5-7% of these funds for administrative fees.  Tony was asked to follow up with the county to be sure that administratively CAER could provide this kind of service with limited responsibilities.
Executive Director Report

Tony reported on the 34th Safety Summit held this morning.  This Summit was very well attended and the presenters were excellent.  The next Safety Summit is scheduled for June 17th.   

A discussion was held regarding the March 23rd announcement by John Bresland that he will step down from his position as Chair of the Chemical Safety Board effective upon the appointment and commissioning of a new chairman by President Obama.  He stated that he would continue to serve as a CSB member for the duration of his 5 year term that ends March 2013.  We hope to continue to have John available for a Safety Summit later in the year to present findings from the CSB.
Tony reported that in the last month he attended the Emergency Notification, PMAO, Emergency Preparedness, Community Outreach, and Haz Mat Action Team meetings.  He plans to continue to attend as many of these meetings as possible.  

Open Issues

Tony reported on the NWS radios being distributed by the Volunteer Police Services of Concord.  This project is now nearing completion for the City of Concord.

Lori edited the 2010 CAER January-June calendar to show meeting locations.

Tony requested that the April Board meeting be moved from April 22nd to April 29th – approved.
