Update from the CAER Executive Director:

· Tony Semenza informed the group that he will contact Chevron, Tesoro, and Dow to ask if they can send be represented on the Outreach Committee. He will also make inquiries into other emergency service departments in order to increase the group’s membership. Tony said that the Emergency Notification action team lead by Randy Sawyer and the Emergency Preparedness action team lead by Kathryn Gerk have some ideas that could use some outreach assistance. Before he talks about additional projects to take on, Tony would like to increase the size the Outreach action team.

· Tony described some of the history of the CAER action teams and that they all use to meet together quarterly so that all action teams could hear what was happening. This eventually morphed into the CAER Safety Summits that have been held quarterly at the Shell Clubhouse. These meetings have been a great way for agencies and facility personnel to get together to share recent events, lessons learned, conduct training, and discuss a variety of topics. Tony said that Mike will forward the agendas for the Safety Summits to the rest of the action team to let them decide if they want to attend. The dates for the next Safety Summits are: 6-17-10, 9-23-10, and 12-2-10.

Updates on the 2010 Shelter in Place Drill – November 3, 2010:

· Tony will work with Lori to get the City Councils and County Board of Supervisor proclamations ready for the drill.

· Michael will revise the SAVE THE DATE postcards for the 2010 drill.  Postcards will be printed and hopefully mailed out by end of April. (cards received and will be mailed out)
