Safety Summit Community Air Monitoring Presentation

Refractory Ceramic Fibers
· Cal/OSHA PEL of 0.2 f/cc will go into effect on August 3, 2010. 
· Most are already following the TLV of 0.2 f/cc.

Antidotes for  Hydrogen Sulfide Exposure 
· Emergency service departments have been searching for H2S exposure antidotes. This question was raised because of a sudden increase of suicides carried out by exposing themselves to chemical concoctions that release deadly concentrations of H2S.
· Ken posed this question to the ACS Division of Chemical, Health, & Safety members. Multiple responses referred to sodium nitrite as a possible antidote. Others suggested CPR and administration of oxygen.
“Wake Effects on Worker Exposure”
Hydrofluoric Acid
· Morie presented a study entitled “A Review of Wake Effects on Worker Exposure.”

· The document discussed how a boundary layer separation leads to the formation of a wake region downstream of a worker in an air flow field. This can cause ventilation interference that could expose workers to toxic airborne substances. The research done on this topic suggests that work practices are as important as the ventilation design in achieving successful control, and that a well designed local exhaust system must include an understanding of how the worker performs the job.
· HF is the most dangerous of all acids. It is used mostly in the computer industry and in some manufacturing facilities. It can take up to 8 hours before symptoms of exposure occur.

· If an exposure to HF occurs, calcium gluconate lotion must be applied immediately. 

· Individuals working with HF should always wear nitrile or butyl gloves.
